COUNTERPLAN TEXT:  The United States Federal Government will enter into genuine, binding consultation with China on the issue of ____________________.

OBSERVATION ONE:  COMPETITIVENESS

Subpoint A) The CP is non-topical:  it adds the element of consultation and the actor of China, neither of which occur in the resolution.

Subpoint B) The CP is mutually exclusive:  because the 1AC does not include consultation in the time before passage of plan, any permutation is an act of severance of the immediacy of plan and should be rejected.  Further, any permutation would be net-disadvantageous to the CP alone.

Subpoint C) The CP is net-beneficial because it avoids the DA(s) to the plan.

OBSERVATION TWO:  SOLVENCY

Subpoint A) China is willing to cooperate with the US, but US policy-makers need to enter into genuine, binding consultation with China on international issues.

To achieve effective cooperation, the US should contact China with the spirit of partnership. It means that the US should consult with China on an equal footing on international affairs, and not be arrogant and impose its ideas on others. Since the US expects China to shoulder more responsibilities and obligations, it should respect China's say in the international affairs, too.
Although the Sino-US relations are more and more internationalized, it still needs mutual support to develop such a relationship and the depth of bilateral cooperation is decided by such relationship. Since the US hopes China to play a partnership role, it should treat China with a spirit of partnership and not challenge China on its core national interest.
The Sino-US relations are facing important opportunities in expanding and deepening international cooperation, promoting world peace and prosperity. Finally, China is not impervious to world opinion or to its image as a world power. It has pulled back from unqualified support for Sudan and Zimbabwe in the face of world opinion and bowed to UN sanctions against Liberia. It rarely uses its veto in the UN, and then mostly when the issue relates to Taiwan. It has become a significant contributor to UN peacekeeping. The door may well be open to a frank dialogue on the situation in Africa, including those differences and common interests that concern the United States.

COOPERATION KEY

Cooperation and dialogue are necessary to maintain relations.

US-China foreign relationship  There are many suspicions, misunderstandings, and misassumptions in the area of U.S. – China relations. Relations between these two countries have never been easy. With China’s rise in the 21st century, many fear another extended period of tension between the U.S. and China. Some Americans talk about China’s threat to U.S. security and interests and believe U.S. policy should try to restrain China. Chinese leaders are also concerned the U.S. will do everything to prevent China from gaining equal status with the U.S. However, Professor Zhao believes the conflict is navigable, because the world now is much more pluralized than in the past. It is necessary to build institutions to facilitate the U.S. - China relationship by creating and encouraging dialogue and conversation. Leaders in both China and the U.S. have made efforts to foster a candid, cooperative and constructive relationship.

Now is the time and Africa is the place for genuine dialogue and cooperation between the US and China.

To a large extent, China's foreign-policy hurdles in Africa and elsewhere are not incidental to its growth, but represent a direct, if unexpected, product of the tension between the speed of its economic ascent and its more timid, nonchalant diplomacy. Although China's success is usually framed in terms of a challenge to Western powers, particularly the United States, China itself seems increasingly confronted by the consequences of its own growth. This is true not only at the domestic level-where China must cope with income disparity and pollution-but also internationally, in terms of the unintended reactions China's ascent is eliciting in Africa and around the world. Beijing's growing concerns about those external side effects of growth will likely provide an opportunity for enhanced U.S.-Chinese dialogue and international cooperation, so long as U.S. policymakers understand and build on it, rather than viewing China solely as a "strategic competitor."
