We would like to invite you and your debaters to the first annual RCC “LD in the IE” tournament to be held on the Riverside City Campus on January 17, 2009.  We hope to provide an opportunity for your students to stay fresh and up on the topic during the long (but never long enough) Winter Break.  

Our tournament will feature four preliminary debate rounds followed by two elimination rounds in the Semifinal and Final format.  Uniquely we will also offer individual speaking awards for the top speakers in each division, based upon speaker points and not win-loss records.  We plan on offering three divisions:  Rookie/Novice, Junior, and Senior/Open.  We will collapse divisions only if necessary to have four preliminary rounds.
We are asking that you attempt to provide judges who have experience competing in or judging NFA-LD or another similar evidence-oriented policy activity.  For those who are interested in learning more about the nature of judging NFA-LD, you may consider attending part of the LD workshop to be held at Cal Baptist on January 16, 2008.

All entries will be taken online at:  http://www.forensicstournament.net.  We have 40 classrooms reserved, so that should be enough for all who are interested.  The entry deadline is Tuesday, January 13 by 8:00 PM.

Elimination Rounds
All debaters will compete in four preliminary rounds:  two affirmative and two negative.  We will break to Semifinals in all divisions.  

Awards

All elimination round qualifiers will receive a trophy.  We will also provide individual speaking awards for debaters in each division.

Judging

Each school is required to bring one judge for every two debaters.  One debater requires two covered rounds.  Two debaters require four covered rounds.  Schools will be charged $20 per uncovered round.
